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9MFY21 Result Review: BUY Stance Maintained
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CHCC has announced its 9MFY21 result where it posted profit after tax of Rs2.2bn
(EPS: Rs11.44) as compared to a loss after tax of Rs1.2bn (LPS: Rs6.11) in the same
period last year, up by 287.2% YoY.

The company had posted a revenue of Rs18.4bn against Rs13.5bn in SPLY, recording
a growth of 36.9% YoY.

The gross margin has been improved enormously to 26.3% as compared to 4.9% in
SPLY due to increase in retention prices. SG&A expenses have increased by 7.9% YoY
to Rs529mn as compared to Rs490mn during SPLY.

Lastly, increase in the other income by 10.4% YoY and a decrease in finance cost by
37.1% YoY reinforced the bottom-line.

Going forward, we expect the offtake to increase further as a result of improved
economic activity, and the government’s focus on the construction industry. CHCC
is currently trading at a FY21E P/B of 2.39x which offers a discount of 20% relative
to its historical 5-year average of 3.0. We have a BUY stance on the script with a DCF
based Dec-21 TP of Rs190 which provides an upside potential of 18%.
