The stock market sustained its positive momentum above 100,000 mark
on Friday and concluded the session in the green zone amid optimism
prevailing among the investors for continuation of buying spree. The
Benchmark KSE-100 index made an intra-day high and low at 101,496.17
(1,413.40 points) and 99,822.61 (-260.16 points) respectively while closed
at 101,357.32 by gaining 1,274.55 points. PKR in today’s interbank
depreciated by Rs 0.006 against USD and closed at Rs278.050. The value
of shares traded during the day was Rs35.991 billion. Market
capitalization stood at around Rs12.883 trillion. Overall, trading volumes
for the day decreased to 914 million shares compared with Thursday’s
tally of 1,164 million. BOP was the volume leader with 95.1 million shares,
gaining Rs0.35 to close at Rs9.2. It was followed by KEL with 55.5 million
shares, gaining Rs0.18 to close at Rs5.58 and SSGC with 44.8 million
shares,gaining Rs2.57 to close at Rs28.3.
