FY22 Result Review: BUY Stance Maintained

UNITY has announced its FY22 result where it posted a profit after tax of Rs2.436bn (Diluted
EPS: Rs2.04) as compared to a profit after tax of Rs3.112bn (Diluted EPS: 2.61) in the same
period last year, down by 21.7% YoY amid huge foreign exchange loss and increase in the

finance cost.

The company has posted a revenue of Rs82.18bn against Rs66.40bn in SPLY, recording a
growth of 23.8% YoY. We note that this growth is attributed to the increase in volumetric
sales.

The gross margin has increased by 1.7% to 9.5% as compared to 7.8% in SPLY. Furthermore,
operating profit has decreased by 16.3% YoY to Rs3.31bn as compared to Rs3.95bn during
SPLY due to the depreciation of PKR against the US Dollar during the period. In addition, the
finance cost has been increased by 89% YoY to Rs1.664bn as compared to Rs880mn during
SPLY owing to higher interest rates. Lastly, effective taxation has decreased to 2.1% as
compared to 8.2% during the same period last year.

UNITY is currently trading at FY23E PE of 4.81x. Further, the scrip is also trading at FY23E PB
of 0.85x which offers a discount of 49% relative to its 3-Year average of 1.67x. We recommend
to BUY the scrip with a DCF-based Jun-23 TP of Rs 17 which provides an upside potential of
25%.
